The Lessons
 

The First Lesson Judges 9:22-25,50-57

A Reading from the Book of Judges.

Abimelech ruled over Israel three years. But God sent an evil spirit between Abimelech and 
the lords of Shechem; and the lords of Shechem dealt treacherously with Abimelech. This 
happened so that the violence done to the seventy sons of Jerubbaal might be avenged and 
their blood be laid on their brother Abimelech, who killed them, and on the lords of Shechem,
who strengthened his hands to kill his brothers. So, out of hostility to him, the lords of 
Shechem set ambushes on the mountain tops. They robbed all who passed by them along that 
way; and it was reported to Abimelech. 

Then Abimelech went to Thebez, and encamped against Thebez, and took it. But there was a 
strong tower within the city, and all the men and women and all the lords of the city fled to it 
and shut themselves in; and they went to the roof of the tower. Abimelech came to the tower, 
and fought against it, and came near to the entrance of the tower to burn it with fire. But a 
certain woman threw an upper millstone on Abimelech’s head, and crushed his skull. 
Immediately he called to the young man who carried his armor and said to him, “Draw your 
sword and kill me, so people will not say about me, A woman killed him.’” So the young �
man thrust him through, and he died. When the Israelites saw that Abimelech was dead, they 
all went home. Thus God repaid Abimelech for the crime he committed against his father in 
killing his seventy brothers; and God also made all the wickedness of the people of Shechem 
fall back on their heads, and on them came the curse of Jotham son of Jerubbaal.

The Second Lesson John 2:13-25

A Reading from the Gospel According to John.

The Passover of the Jews was near, and Jesus went up to Jerusalem. In the temple he found 
people selling cattle, sheep, and doves, and the money changers seated at their tables. Making
a whip of cords, he drove all of them out of the temple, both the sheep and the cattle. He also 
poured out the coins of the money changers and overturned their tables. He told those who 
were selling the doves, “Take these things out of here! Stop making my Father’s house a 
marketplace!” His disciples remembered that it was written, “Zeal for your house will 
consume me.” The Jews then said to him, “What sign can you show us for doing this?” Jesus 
answered them, “Destroy this temple, and in three days I will raise it up.” The Jews then said,
“This temple has been under construction for forty-six years, and will you raise it up in three 
days?” But he was speaking of the temple of his body. After he was raised from the dead, his 
disciples remembered that he had said this; and they believed the scripture and the word that 
Jesus had spoken. 

When he was in Jerusalem during the Passover festival, many believed in his name because 
they saw the signs that he was doing. But Jesus on his part would not entrust himself to them,
because he knew all people and needed no one to testify about anyone; for he himself knew 
what was in everyone.
