The Lessons

The First Lesson Judges 17:1-13

A Reading from the Book of Judges.

There was a man in the hill country of Ephraim whose name was Micah. He said to his
mother, “The eleven hundred pieces of silver that were taken from you, about which you
uttered a curse, and even spoke it in my hearing, —that silver is in my possession; I took it;
but now I will return it to you.” And his mother said, “May my son be blessed by the
LORD!” Then he returned the eleven hundred pieces of silver to his mother; and his mother
said, “I consecrate the silver to the LORD from my hand for my son, to make an idol of cast
metal.” So when he returned the money to his mother, his mother took two hundred pieces of



silver, and gave it to the silversmith, who made it into an idol of cast metal; and it was in the
house of Micah. This man Micah had a shrine, and he made an ephod and teraphim, and
installed one of his sons, who became his priest. In those days there was no king in Israel; all
the people did what was right in their own eyes.

Now there was a young man of Bethlehem in Judah, of the clan of Judah. He was a Levite
residing there. This man left the town of Bethlehem in Judah, to live wherever he could find a
place. He came to the house of Micah in the hill country of Ephraim to carry on his work.
Micah said to him, “From where do you come?” He replied, “I am a Levite of Bethlehem in
Judah, and I am going to live wherever I can find a place.” Then Micah said to him, “Stay
with me, and be to me a father and a priest, and [ will give you ten pieces of silver a year, a
set of clothes, and your living.” The Levite agreed to stay with the man; and the young man
became to him like one of his sons. So Micah installed the Levite, and the young man became
his priest, and was in the house of Micah. Then Micah said, “Now I know that the LORD will
prosper me, because the Levite has become my priest.”

9. The First Song of Isaiah Isaiah 12:2-6

The Second Lesson John 5:19-29

A Reading from the Gospel According to John.

Jesus said to them, “Very truly, I tell you, the Son can do nothing on his own, but only what
he sees the Father doing; for whatever the Father does, the Son does likewise. The Father
loves the Son and shows him all that he himself is doing; and he will show him greater works
than these, so that you will be astonished. Indeed, just as the Father raises the dead and gives
them life, so also the Son gives life to whomever he wishes. The Father judges no one but has
given all judgment to the Son, so that all may honor the Son just as they honor the Father.
Anyone who does not honor the Son does not honor the Father who sent him. Very truly, I
tell you, anyone who hears my word and believes him who sent me has eternal life, and does
not come under judgment, but has passed from death to life. “Very truly, I tell you, the hour



is coming, and is now here, when the dead will hear the voice of the Son of God, and those
who hear will live. For just as the Father has life in himself, so he has granted the Son also to
have life in himself; and he has given him authority to execute judgment, because he is the
Son of Man. Do not be astonished at this; for the hour is coming when all who are in their
graves will hear his voice and will come out—those who have done good, to the resurrection
of life, and those who have done evil, to the resurrection of condemnation.
