The Lessons    

The First Lesson  Gen. 25:19-34 

A Reading from the Book of Genesis. 

These are the descendants of Isaac, Abraham’s son: Abraham was the father of Isaac, and Isaac 
was forty years old when he married Rebekah, daughter of Bethuel the Aramean of Paddan-
aram, sister of Laban the Aramean. Isaac prayed to the LORD for his wife, because she was 
barren; and the LORD granted his prayer, and his wife Rebekah conceived. The children 
struggled together within her; and she said, “If it is to be this way, why do I live?” So she went to 
inquire of the LORD. And the LORD said to her, “Two nations are in your womb, and two 
peoples born of you shall be divided; the one shall be stronger than the other, the elder shall 
serve the younger.” When her time to give birth was at hand, there were twins in her womb. The 
first came out red, all his body like a hairy mantle; so they named him Esau. Afterward his 
brother came out, with his hand gripping Esau’s heel; so he was named Jacob. Isaac was sixty 
years old when she bore them. When the boys grew up, Esau was a skillful hunter, a man of the 
field, while Jacob was a quiet man, living in tents. Isaac loved Esau, because he was fond of 
game; but Rebekah loved Jacob.  



 
 

 
 

Once when Jacob was cooking a stew, Esau came in from the field, and he was famished. Esau 
said to Jacob, “Let me eat some of that red stuff, for I am famished!” (Therefore he was called 
Edom.) Jacob said, “First sell me your birthright.” Esau said, “I am about to die; of what use is a 
birthright to me?” Jacob said, “Swear to me first.” So he swore to him, and sold his birthright to 
Jacob. Then Jacob gave Esau bread and lentil stew, and he ate and drank, and rose and went his 
way. Thus Esau despised his birthright.

The Second Lesson  John 7:37-52 

A Reading from the Gospel According to John. 

On the last day of the festival, the great day, while Jesus was standing there, he cried out, “Let 
anyone who is thirsty come to me, and let the one who believes in me drink. As the scripture has 
said,  Out of the believer’s heart shall flow rivers of living water. ” Now he said this about the 
Spirit, which believers in him were to receive; for as yet there was no Spirit, because Jesus was 
not yet glorified. When they heard these words, some in the crowd said, “This is really the 
prophet.” Others said, “This is the Messiah.” But some asked, “Surely the Messiah does not 
come from Galilee, does he? Has not the scripture said that the Messiah is descended from 
David and comes from Bethlehem, the village where David lived?” So there was a division in the 
crowd because of him. Some of them wanted to arrest him, but no one laid hands on him.  

Then the temple police went back to the chief priests and Pharisees, who asked them, “Why did 
you not arrest him?” The police answered, “Never has anyone spoken like this!” Then the 
Pharisees replied, “Surely you have not been deceived too, have you? Has any one of the 
authorities or of the Pharisees believed in him? But this crowd, which does not know the law—
they are accursed.” Nicodemus, who had gone to Jesus before, and who was one of them, asked, 



 
 

 
 

“Our law does not judge people without first giving them a hearing to find out what they are 
doing, does it?” They replied, “Surely you are not also from Galilee, are you? Search and you will 
see that no prophet is to arise from Galilee.”
