The First Lesson

A Reading from the Book of Genesis.

Gen. 37:12-24

Now his brothers went to pasture their father’s flock near Shechem. And Israel said to
Joseph, “Are not your brothers pasturing the flock at Shechem? Come, I will send you to
them.” He answered, “Here I am.” So he said to him, “Go now, see if it is well with your
brothers and with the flock; and bring word back to me.” So he sent him from the valley of
Hebron. He came to Shechem, and a man found him wandering in the fields; the man asked
him, “What are you seeking?” “I am seeking my brothers,” he said; “tell me, please, where



they are pasturing the flock.” The man said, “They have gone away, for I heard them say,

g et us go to Dothan.”” So Joseph went after his brothers, and found them at Dothan. They
saw him from a distance, and before he came near to them, they conspired to kill him. They
said to one another, “Here comes this dreamer. Come now, let us kill him and throw him into
one of the pits; then we shall say that a wild animal has devoured him, and we shall see what
will become of his dreams.” But when Reuben heard it, he delivered him out of their hands,
saying, “Let us not take his life.” Reuben said to them, “Shed no blood; throw him into this
pit here in the wilderness, but lay no hand on him” —that he might rescue him out of their
hand and restore him to his father.

So when Joseph came to his brothers, they stripped him of his robe, the long robe with
sleeves that he wore; and they took him and threw him into a pit. The pit was empty; there
was no water in it.

The Second Lesson Mark 1:14-28

A Reading from the Gospel According to Mark.

Now after John was arrested, Jesus came to Galilee, proclaiming the good news of God, and
saying, @lhe time is fulfilled, and the kingdom of God has come near; repent, and believe in
the good news.’

As Jesus passed along the Sea of Galilee, he saw Simon and his brother Andrew casting a net
into the lake—for they were fishermen. And Jesus said to them, &ollow me and I will make
you fish for people.” And immediately they left their nets and followed him. As he went a
little farther, he saw James son of Zebedee and his brother John, who were in their boat
mending the nets. Immediately he called them; and they left their father Zebedee in the boat
with the hired men, and followed him.

They went to Capernaum; and when the sabbath came, he entered the synagogue and taught.
They were astounded at his teaching, for he taught them as one having authority, and not as

the scribes. Just then there was in their synagogue a man with an unclean spirit, and he cried
out, &Vhat have you to do with us, Jesus of Nazareth? Have you come to destroy us? I know



who you are, the Holy One of God.” But Jesus rebuked him, saying, &e silent, and come out
of him!” And the unclean spirit, throwing him into convulsions and crying with a loud voice,

came out of him. They were all amazed, and they kept on asking one another, &Vhat is this?

A new teaching—with authority! He commands even the unclean spirits, and they obey him.’
At once his fame began to spread throughout the surrounding region of Galilee.
