The Lessons
 

The First Lesson Rom. 11:1-12

A Reading from the Letter to the Romans.

I ask, then, has God rejected his people? By no means! I myself am an Israelite, a descendant 
of Abraham, a member of the tribe of Benjamin. God has not rejected his people whom he 
foreknew. Do you not know what the scripture says of Elijah, how he pleads with God 
against Israel? “Lord, they have killed your prophets, they have demolished your altars; I 
alone am left, and they are seeking my life.” But what is the divine reply to him? “I have kept
for myself seven thousand who have not bowed the knee to Baal.” So too at the present time 
there is a remnant, chosen by grace. But if it is by grace, it is no longer on the basis of works, 
otherwise grace would no longer be grace. What then? Israel failed to obtain what it was 
seeking. The elect obtained it, but the rest were hardened, as it is written, “God gave them a 
sluggish spirit, eyes that would not see and ears that would not hear, down to this very day.” 
And David says, “Let their table become a snare and a trap, a stumbling block and a 
retribution for them; let their eyes be darkened so that they cannot see, and keep their backs 
forever bent.” So I ask, have they stumbled so as to fall? By no means! But through their 
stumbling salvation has come to the Gentiles, so as to make Israel jealous. Now if their 
stumbling means riches for the world, and if their defeat means riches for Gentiles, how 
much more will their full inclusion mean!

When the foolish took 
their lamps, they took no oil with them; but the wise took flasks of oil with their lamps. As 
the bridegroom was delayed, all of them became drowsy and slept. But at midnight there was 
a shout, �Look! Here is the bridegroom! Come out to meet him.’ Then all those bridesmaids 
got up and trimmed their lamps. The foolish said to the wise, �Give us some of your oil, for 
our lamps are going out.’ But the wise replied, �No! there will not be enough for you and for 
us; you had better go to the dealers and buy some for yourselves.’ And while they went to 
buy it, the bridegroom came, and those who were ready went with him into the wedding 
banquet; and the door was shut. Later the other bridesmaids came also, saying, �Lord, lord, 
open to us.’ But he replied, �Truly I tell you, I do not know you.’ Keep awake therefore, for 
you know neither the day nor the hour.
