The Lessons

The First Lesson Exod. 4:10-20]21-26]27-31

A Reading from the Book of Exodus.

But Moses said to the LORD, “O my Lord, I have never been eloquent, neither in the past nor
even now that you have spoken to your servant; but I am slow of speech and slow of tongue.”
Then the LORD said to him, “Who gives speech to mortals? Who makes them mute or deaf,
seeing or blind? Is it not I, the LORD? Now go, and I will be with your mouth and teach you
what you are to speak.” But he said, “O my Lord, please send someone else.” Then the anger
of the LORD was kindled against Moses and he said, “What of your brother Aaron, the
Levite? I know that he can speak fluently; even now he is coming out to meet you, and when
he sees you his heart will be glad. You shall speak to him and put the words in his mouth; and
I will be with your mouth and with his mouth, and will teach you what you shall do. He
indeed shall speak for you to the people; he shall serve as a mouth for you, and you shall
serve as God for him. Take in your hand this staff, with which you shall perform the signs.”

Moses went back to his father-in-law Jethro and said to him, “Please let me go back to my
kindred in Egypt and see whether they are still living.” And Jethro said to Moses, “Go in
peace.” The LORD said to Moses in Midian, “Go back to Egypt; for all those who were
seeking your life are dead.” So Moses took his wife and his sons, put them on a donkey and
went back to the land of Egypt; and Moses carried the staff of God in his hand.[ And the
LORD said to Moses, “When you go back to Egypt, see that you perform before Pharaoh all
the wonders that I have put in your power; but I will harden his heart, so that he will not let
the people go. Then you shall say to Pharaoh, @lhus says the LORD: Israel is my firstborn
son. [ said to you, “Let my son go that he may worship me.” But you refused to let him go;
now [ will kill your firstborn son.’”

On the way, at a place where they spent the night, the LORD met him and tried to kill him.
But Zipporah took a flint and cut off her son’s foreskin, and touched Moses« feet with it, and
said, “Truly you are a bridegroom of blood to me!” So he let him alone. It was then she said,
“A bridegroom of blood by circumcision.”] The LORD said to Aaron, “Go into the
wilderness to meet Moses.” So he went; and he met him at the mountain of God and kissed
him. Moses told Aaron all the words of the LORD with which he had sent him, and all the



signs with which he had charged him. Then Moses and Aaron went and assembled all the
elders of the Israelites. Aaron spoke all the words that the LORD had spoken to Moses, and
performed the signs in the sight of the people. The people believed; and when they heard that
the LORD had given heed to the Israelites and that he had seen their misery, they bowed
down and worshiped.

A Reading from the Gospel According to Mark.

They went on from there and passed through Galilee. He did not want anyone to know it; for
he was teaching his disciples, saying to them, & he Son of Man is to be betrayed into human
hands, and they will kill him, and three days after being killed, he will rise again.” But they
did not understand what he was saying and were afraid to ask him.

Then they came to Capernaum; and when he was in the house he asked them, @Vhat were
you arguing about on the way?’ But they were silent, for on the way they had argued with
one another about who was the greatest. He sat down, called the twelve, and said to them,
8Whoever wants to be first must be last of all and servant of all.” Then he took a little child
and put it among them; and taking it in his arms, he said to them, &Vhoever welcomes one
such child in my name welcomes me, and whoever welcomes me welcomes not me but the
one who sent me.’

John said to him, &l'eacher, we saw someone casting out demons in your name, and we tried
to stop him, because he was not following us.” But Jesus said, o not stop him; for no one
who does a deed of power in my name will be able soon afterwards to speak evil of me.
Whoever is not against us is for us. For truly I tell you, whoever gives you a cup of water to
drink because you bear the name of Christ will by no means lose the reward.
