Christ our Passover 1 Cor. 5:7-8; Romans 6:9-11; 1 Cor. 15:20-22 

Alleluia. Christ our Passover has been sacrificed for us; * 
therefore let us keep the feast, 

Not with the old leaven, the leaven of malice and evil, * 
but with the unleavened bread of sincerity and truth. Alleluia. 

Christ being raised from the dead will never die again; * 
death no longer has dominion over him. 

The death that he died, he died to sin, once for all; * 
but the life he lives, he lives to God. 

So also consider yourselves dead to sin, * 
and alive to God in Jesus Christ our Lord. Alleluia. 

Christ has been raised from the dead, * 
the first fruits of those who have fallen asleep.

For as in Adam all die, * 
so also in Christ shall all be made alive. Alleluia. 

Psalm 107: Part II BCP p. 748 

The LORD changed rivers into deserts, *

He changed deserts into pools of water * 
and dry land into water-springs. 

He settled the hungry there, * 
and they founded a city to dwell in.

A Reading from the Book of the Prophet Ezekiel. 

Therefore say to the house of Israel, Thus says the Lord GOD: It is not for your sake, O house 
of Israel, that I am about to act, but for the sake of my holy name, which you have profaned 
among the nations to which you came. I will sanctify my great name, which has been profaned 
among the nations, and which you have profaned among them; and the nations shall know that I 
am the LORD, says the Lord GOD, when through you I display my holiness before their eyes. I 
will take you from the nations, and gather you from all the countries, and bring you into your 
own land.  

I will sprinkle clean water upon you, and you shall be clean from all your uncleannesses, and 
from all your idols I will cleanse you. A new heart I will give you, and a new spirit I will put 
within you; and I will remove from your body the heart of stone and give you a heart of flesh. I 
will put my spirit within you, and make you follow my statutes and be careful to observe my 
ordinances.
