The Lessons  

The First Lesson  Jeremiah 36:11-26 

A Reading from the Book of the Prophet Jeremiah. 

When Micaiah son of Gemariah son of Shaphan heard all the words of the LORD from the 
scroll, he went down to the king’s house, into the secretary s chamber; and all the officials were 
sitting there: Elishama the secretary, Delaiah son of Shemaiah, Elnathan son of Achbor, 
Gemariah son of Shaphan, Zedekiah son of Hananiah, and all the officials. And Micaiah told 
them all the words that he had heard, when Baruch read the scroll in the hearing of the people. 
Then all the officials sent Jehudi son of Nethaniah son of Shelemiah son of Cushi to say to 
Baruch, “Bring the scroll that you read in the hearing of the people, and come.” So Baruch son 
of Neriah took the scroll in his hand and came to them. And they said to him, “Sit down and 
read it to us.” So Baruch read it to them. When they heard all the words, they turned to one 
another in alarm, and said to Baruch, “We certainly must report all these words to the king.” 
Then they questioned Baruch, “Tell us now, how did you write all these words? Was it at his 
dictation?” Baruch answered them, “He dictated all these words to me, and I wrote them with 
ink on the scroll.” Then the officials said to Baruch, “Go and hide, you and Jeremiah, and let no 
one know where you are.”  

Leaving the scroll in the chamber of Elishama the secretary, they went to the court of the king; 
and they reported all the words to the king. Then the king sent Jehudi to get the scroll, and he 
took it from the chamber of Elishama the secretary; and Jehudi read it to the king and all the 
officials who stood beside the king. Now the king was sitting in his winter apartment (it was the 
ninth month), and there was a fire burning in the brazier before him. As Jehudi read three or 
four columns, the king would cut them off with a penknife and throw them into the fire in the 
brazier, until the entire scroll was consumed in the fire that was in the brazier. Yet neither the 
king, nor any of his servants who heard all these words, was alarmed, nor did they tear their 
garments. Even when Elnathan and Delaiah and Gemariah urged the king not to burn the scroll, 
he would not listen to them. And the king commanded Jerahmeel the king’s son and Seraiah son 
of Azriel and Shelemiah son of Abdeel to arrest the secretary Baruch and the prophet Jeremiah. 
But the LORD hid them.

The Second Lesson  1 Cor. 13:[1-3]4-13 

A Reading from the First Letter to the Corinthians. 

 

If I speak in the tongues of mortals and of angels, but do not have love, I am a noisy gong or a 
clanging cymbal. And if I have prophetic powers, and understand all mysteries and all 
knowledge, and if I have all faith, so as to remove mountains, but do not have love, I am 
nothing. If I give away all my possessions, and if I hand over my body so that I may boast, but 
do not have love, I gain nothing.]  

Love is patient; love is kind; love is not envious or boastful or arrogant or rude. It does not insist 
on its own way; it is not irritable or resentful; it does not rejoice in wrongdoing, but rejoices in 
the truth. It bears all things, believes all things, hopes all things, endures all things.  

Love never ends. But as for prophecies, they will come to an end; as for tongues, they will cease; 
as for knowledge, it will come to an end. For we know only in part, and we prophesy only in 
part; but when the complete comes, the partial will come to an end. When I was a child, I spoke 
like a child, I thought like a child, I reasoned like a child; when I became an adult, I put an end to 
childish ways. For now we see in a mirror, dimly, but then we will see face to face. Now I know 
only in part; then I will know fully, even as I have been fully known. And now faith, hope, and 
love abide, these three; and the greatest of these is love.
